*The DOE baseline (D Mastery) for “Mastery of Keyboarding” is 30-35 WPM. It has been determined that a skill level of at least 30-35 WPM is needed to be able to keep up with any typed assignments in high school.
*Practice at a variety of sites used in class to make the grade. Learning.com, Typing Instructor, Sense-lang.org, and freetypinggame.net all have paragraphs and “minute tests” that you can use to practice. If you cannot type, NOW is the time to learn the basic hand position for QWERTY “home row” typing. Even with voice activated typing, there will still be many times you want to type out something…even if it is to just get copy on a paper QUIETLY.
*A PERK: On the final quiz, I will go up to the next number grade, if you showed improvement from the previous quizzes. (Ex. You got 30 WPM on quiz 1(13D), 38 on quiz 2(15C), then 39 on quiz 3(Although it would still be in the 15C range, for improvement, you would move up to 16B)
*If you have a score of more than 50 WPM after the 2nd quiz, you are considered “proficient” in keying, and you should go to the Programming Software “Scratch” anytime that we are doing keyboarding practice.
