Mixing Color with Black and White
	1. Open Photoshop Elements. Click File>Open, and choose a picture you want to work with. (You must have saved a picture or know where to find one. You cannot copy and paste directly from the Internet or another file/program)

Choose “edit and enhance photos”.
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	2. Choose the magic wand tool to select the dog. It may take quite a few times to select all the parts of the dog, as the wand selects “like colored pixels”. Hold the shift key down to select multiple areas. The dancing ants will show you what is selected.

If you select an unwanted area, just click the undo button at the top, or go back one in the “undo history” area. 
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	3. While the areas are selected, go up to Enhance>Adjust Color>Remove Color. This will change the selected areas to Black and White. Do this until you have selected all of the dog, and turned it B&W. Now you have a colored picture with a B&W dog, a technique used a lot in advertising.
You’ll notice I wasn’t entirely successful at getting every bit of the dog B&W. That does take practice. 
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	4. For a finishing touch, you may notice that I used the text tool to label who is in the picture. I used the Horizontal Type Tool, and colored it tan.
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	5. To save it, click File>Save As
Save in: D:/your period folder

Check the box for “As a copy” for safety sake.

File name: Name it something

Format: JPEG for photo 
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	*Now, try to relate another photo to what you just learned.

1. File>Open a photo of a person’s face.

2. This time you are going to make the whole picture B&W ACCEPT one feature…usually the eyes or mouth works best. 
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	3. Use the same magic wand while holding down the shift key to choose only the blue and white of the eyes. If you make a mistake, click the undo or undo history tools.
You will end up with dancing ants around the eyes like this.
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	4. To isolate ONLY the eyes, you have to do another step here. Go up to select, and click on it, and then “Inverse”. This will make the “remove color” step happen to all BUT the eyes.
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	5. Now you are ready to remove color at Enhance>Adjust Color>Remove Color. Check out the result. Don’t forget to do “Select>Deselect” to remove any dancing ants. (Or just choose the move tool or magnify tool.)

6. Save in the same manner as before.
