Start from Scratch 1: Cool Text

1. Click File>New, and choose a blank file. You decide if you want it transparent (so you can put it on any background), or whether you want a white or other background. Size it as 900 by 200, or 600 by 100 for a “banner” look.

2. Select the Text tool (T), and choose the font, color, and size you want. (If you are not sure, Impacta and size 14 is a good starting size.)

3. Click in the middle of your background, and type whatever text you want. Note: You can click on the “move” tool, if it is not in the place you want it.
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4. Then you play with the text effects found under “effects”. Use the drop down window that defaults at “all”. Text effects fall under that. If you apply some effects, the color goes away, but just go back to the color palette, and use the “paint bucket” to fill in the color you want. 

5. (Remember that “undo” button at the top, if you make a mistake…and the “history” that can undo all the way up to where you opened the file.)
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6. This text has the “Sprayed Stencil text effect” applied….then I recolored with red to fill it in….then I used the “blur” effect….and then I smudged the edges.

7. This one has the water reflection applied.
